Reunido a realizar em modalidade hibrida (presencial e virtual), no Hotel Swakopmund Sands, sito
em Swakopmund, Republica da Namibia, no dia 24 de Novembro de 2025.

1. Abertura da Reunido
A 18.2 Reunido Anual do Comité de Conformidade da Organizagdo das Pescas do Sudeste
do Atlantico (SEAFQ), foi realizada em 24 de Novembro de 2025, em formato hibrido,
tendo decorrido simultaneamente por via virtual e presencialmente no Hotel
Swakopmund Sands, na cidade de Swakopmund, Republica da Namibia.

O Presidente, Senhor Beau Tjizoo, da Republica da Namibia, declarou aberta a reuniao,
tendo procedido as boas-vindas aos Delegados.

2. Designagao do relator
O Secretariado foi formalmente designado para exercer as funcdes de Relator da presente
reuniao.

3. Aprovagao da Agenda de Trabalhos e das disposi¢oes procedimentais da reuniao
Agenda de trabalhos (DOC/CC/01/2025) (Apéndice |) foi apreciada, tendo o Japdo solicitado
ainclusdo, no ponto 7 da agenda, de uma proposta relativa a revisao do sistema da SEAFO
(DOC/CC/05/2025). A eventual inclusdo do documento solicitado ficou condicionada a
reapreciacdo subsequente, a efectuar apds a realizacdo de consultas bilaterais entre a
Republica da Africa do Sul e o Jap3o. Na sequéncia das discussdes bilaterais, o Japdo
decidiu adiar a apresentacdo da proposta para a reunido do Comité Cientifico (CC) de
2026. A agenda de Trabalhos foi aprovada sem alteragdes.

A Republica da Africa do Sul solicitou que, doravante, a Secretaria Executiva passe a
participar presencialmente nas reunides em formato hibrido, juntamente com as
delegacdes que se encontrem fisicamente presentes.

4. Apresentagao e Admissao de Observadores
O Observador abaixo identificado esteve presente na reuniao, tendo sido formalmente
acolhido pela Presidente e apresentado a reunido.

e O ACAP, representado pelo Senhor Jonathon Barrington, na qualidade de Secretario
Executivo. O ACAP encontra-se representado nas reunides do Comité de
Conformidade e da Comissao.

5. Apresentac¢do das Delegacdes das Partes Contratantes
No inicio da sessao, procedeu-se a apresentacdao dos membros de cada delegacao, tendo

sido tomada nota da lista de delegados constante do Apéndice Il.
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6. Relatdrio da Secretaria Executiva sobre a Conformidade
O Relatdrio de Revisdao da Conformidade foi apresentado pela Secretaria Executiva (SE),
em conformidade com o Documento DOC/CC/03/2025. Foi consignado que as seguintes
viagens de pesca foram incluidas no presente relatério:
Japdo — Pescas de palangre referentes aos anos de 2024 e 2025, bem como pescas com
armadilhas em 2025; Unido Europeia — Pescas de palangre em 2025;
Namibia — Pescas de palangre em 2025.

Questdes Especificas de Conformidade:

e Registou-se a submissdo extemporanea dos relatdrios de inspecgdo portudria por parte da
Republica da Africa do Sul, situacdo essa devidamente justificada por constrangimentos de
capacidade operacional Apéndice lll.

e Registou-se a submissdo extemporanea do relatério de observadores por parte do
Japdo, em virtude de doenca do pessoal da agéncia responsavel pelos observadores.

¢ Uma embarcacdo de bandeira namibiana exerceu actividade de pesca fora das areas
de pesca actualmente estabelecidas, tendo sido registadas cinco (5) operagdes de
lance na Divisdo DO. A Republica da Namibia apresentou uma resposta detalhada e
fundamentada relativamente as questGes de conformidade associadas ao navio de bandeira
namibiana Apéndice lll. O Japdo solicitou a Republica da Namibia que prestasse
informacdo actualizada na préxima reunido do Comité de Conformidade (CC)
relativamente a questdo de conformidade associada a realizacdo de actividades de
pesca fora das dreas de pesca actualmente estabelecidas.

O Comité de Conformidade tomou devidamente nota da observagao formulada pelo
Comité Cientifico relativa ao elevado nivel de capturas acessdrias de macrurideos
registadas durante as actividades de pesca de um navio de bandeira namibiana, tendo
recomendado que o Comité Cientifico aprofunde a andlise da matéria, com vista a
formulacdao de recomenda¢des fundamentadas a apresentar na reunidao do Comité
Cientifico de 2026.

7. Revisdao Anual do “Sistema de Observacao, Inspec¢ao, Conformidade e Fiscalizagdao da
SEAFO."

A Unido Europeia exortou o Comité Cientifico (SC) a desenvolver, em regime
intersessional, ao longo de 2026, trabalhos cientificos e técnicos sobre as seguintes
matérias:

Ponto 7.5 da Agenda de Trabalhos do Relatdrio do Comité Cientifico (SC) — Revisdo da
Medida de Conservagdao 25-12. O Comité Cientifico deliberou que os trabalhos
subsequentes seriam desenvolvidos em regime intersessional. A Unido Europeia exorta o
Comité Cientifico a proceder a adop¢ao de um texto revisto da Medida de Conservagao
CM 25-12, com vista a sua eventual adop¢ado formal em 2026.

Ponto 7.11 da Agenda de Trabalhos do Relatdrio do Comité Cientifico (SC) — Revisdo do
Protocolo de Marcag¢dao da Marlonga. A Unido Europeia atribui particular relevancia ao
incremento do niumero de exemplares de Marlonga sujeitos a marcacao, tendo, nesse
sentido, instado o Comité Cientifico a proceder a revisdo das estatisticas de recaptura a
luz da taxa de marcagdao actualmente em vigor, com vista a apresentar, no proximo
exercicio, uma proposta fundamentada de aumento dessa taxa, actualmente fixada em
um exemplar marcado por tonelada de peso verde.

Apreciacao da Lista Provisdria de Navios Envolvidos em Actividades de Pesca llegal,
Nao Declarada e Ndo Regulamentada (IUU) da SEAFO para o Ano de 2026.

A SEAFO mantém acordos de listagem cruzada com a NEAFC, a NAFO, a SIOFA e a CCAMLR,
contendo a Lista Proviséria de Navios IUU as actualizagdes mais recentes disponiveis
(DOC/CC/04/2025). A referida Lista foi aprovada pelo Comité de Conformidade (CC), o
qgual recomenda que a Comissdao a adopte formalmente como Lista de Navios de Pesca
llegal, Nao Declarada e Ndao Regulamentada (IUU) da SEAFO para o ano de 2026.

A Republica da Africa do Sul apresentou uma breve declaracdo relativa ao navio “El
Shaddai”, que foi removido da lista de navios envolvidos em pesca ilegal, ndo declarada e
nao regulamentada (IUU), confirmando que o referido navio havia sido originalmente
incluido nessa lista pela Comissdo para a Conservacdao dos Recursos Vivos Marinhos da
Antarctida (CCAMLR). A embarcagdo foi subsequentemente incluida na lista cruzada de
navios IUU da SEAFO, em virtude da sua prévia inclusdao na lista [IUU da CCAMLR. Na
sequéncia de diversas diligéncias levadas a cabo entre a Republica da Africa do Sul e a
Comissdo para a Conservacao dos Recursos Marinhos Vivos da Antarctida (CCAMLR), a
embarcagdo em causa foi removida da lista de navios envolvidos em actividades de pesca
ilegal, ndo declarada e nao regulamentada (IUU). Em consequéncia da referida remocao,
o navio El Shaddai foi igualmente retirado de todas as listas de navios envolvidos em
actividades de pesca ilegal, ndo declarada e ndo regulamentada (IlUU) das Organizacoes
Regionais de Gestdo das Pescas (RFMOs) com as quais existe coincidéncia e cooperacao,
incluindo a Organizacdo das Pescas do Sudeste do Atlantico (SEAFO).

ACCAO DELIBERADA: O Comité de Conformidade (CC) adoptou a lista proviséria de navios
de pesca IUU da SEAFO para 2026 e recomenda a Comissdo a aprovacao da lista de navios
IUU da SEAFO para 2026, conforme apresentada no documento DOC/CC/04/2025.

Regista-se que, no decurso da reunido, ndo foram apresentadas, analisadas ou discutidas
recomendacdes relativas a adopc¢do de Medidas Adicionais de Conformidade.

INTERVENTION FOR THE 2025 SEAFO COMPLIANCE COMMITTEE ON RSA LATE REPORTING (FINAL
DRAFT)

Thank you, Chair, and thank you to the Executive Secretary for the clear and concise presentation of the
Compliance Review.

South Africa acknowledges the delays in submitting several Port State Inspection Reports during the review
period. As a major Port State serving not only SEAFO vessels but also vessels operating under IOTC, ICCAT,
CCSBT, CCAMLR and others, our inspectors handle a very high volume of cross-RFMO reporting
obligations.

The delays we experienced did not relate to technical inspection capacity - our inspectors completed all
SEAFO forms correctly and carried out the inspections properly, as confirmed by the Secretariat.

The difficulty has been on the administrative side, largely due to:

1. Severe capacity constraints, where the same inspector performing the physical inspection is also required
to prepare and transmit multiple RFMO reports.

2. Network and system limitations, which slowed or prevented timely transmission.

3. Structural workload issues, including anti-poaching operations that require extended hours.

Chair, we wish to reassure the SEAFO Compliance Committee that the underlying issues are being
addressed nationally through concrete corrective actions:
Corrective Measures Under Implementation:

1. Establishing a dedicated RFMO reporting support mechanism

South Africa is finalising the appointment of administrative support staff under the WfF/EPWP programme.
Their primary function will be to ensure that all RFMO inspection reports - including SEAFO are consolidated
and transmitted on time. This is expected to significantly improve reporting discipline.

2. Strengthening inspector training and harmonisation across RFMOs
We are grateful for the training received by some Contracting Parties through FAO-supported programmes.
However, South Africa’s inspectors have had more limited access due to funding and travel constraints.

We therefore respectfully reguest that SEAFO, together with FAO-DSF and the Secretariat, consider
delivering future SEAFO/PSMA/Port State inspection training in South Africa, so that our larger pool of
inspectors can participate. This would ensure parity and help standardise procedures across all
RFMOs using South African ports.

3. Internal reporting protocol

Our MCS Chief Directorate is developing a unified internal protocol for immediate forwarding of completed
reports to the SEAFO Secretariat, especially in line with the 14-day reguirement under CMM-10/2023. Chair,
South Africa appreciates the constructive nature of this review and confirms our full commitment to timely
and transparent reporting. We value the supportive role of the Secretariat and the cooperation of all Members
as we continue strengthening our systems as a Port State serving multiple RFMOs.

Re:  Submission on Namibian MFV Helena Ndume fishing outside an existing fishing
area in the SEAFO Convention Area, Division D0 in contravention of CM 30/15
during 2025 fishing season

The Namibian MFV Helena Ndume is currently under notice for fishing outside an existing
fishing area in the SEAFO CA, Division DO in contravention of CM 30/15 during the 2025
fishing season.

This transgression was noted by the Directorate: Fisheries Law Enforcement and confirmed by
SEAFO Secretariat whereafter the Directorate initiate a comprehensive investigation in respect
thereof.

The outcome of our investigation confirmed that the MFV Helena Ndume indeed set five
longlines outside an existing fishing area in the SEAFO CA, Division D0. The vessel captain
was interrogated and, as a mitigation factor, informed us that they are all new crew fishing the
first time in SEAFO CA and may have misunderstood which area they may fish or not. He
further informed that, once they realized they were still outside the existing fishing areas, they
tried by all means to retrieve their lined and move to the existing fishing areas. Due to bad
weather, they could not retrieve their lines on the same day and finished retrieving their lines
by 26™ April 2025 at 12h00 UTC.
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Due to the nature of this transgression, the Flag State deemed it necessary to initiate the highest
level of enforcement action under national legislated through prosecution of the vessel. A spot
fine with trial date of 21 November 2025 was issued with a recommended fine of N$50,000.00.
This fine imposed are consistent with first time offenders for this category of offence.

However, the prosecutor was of the opinion that the amount of N$50,000.00 was too high for
a spot fine and recommended that a case docket must be opened. We are now in the process of
finalizing the case docket and the case will be concluded early in December 2025.

The Directorate: Fisheries Law Enforcement also decided to amend the high seas fishing
conditions to clearly set out the conservation measures of the various Regional Fisheries
Management Organizations (RFMQ’s) to which Namibia are a member. This is currently an
ongoing exercise as these amended conditions will assist in avoiding misunderstandings and
clearly guide the vessel operators on how to legally conduct their fishing operations in the
various RFMO areas they are licensed to operate in and include, infer alia, the following;

Defining authorized fishing areas/zones and close areas;

Including maps of fishing areas/zones and close areas;

Improve VMS monitoring of the vessel activities; and

Incorporate RFMO’s maps, fishing areas/zones and close areas into our VMS integrated
system.

Namibia would like to make it categorically clear that it takes its Flag Sate responsibilities very
seriously and don’t condone any fishing practices that are not consistent with national, regional
and international rules and procedures by vessels flagged to Namibia.

Namibia believes that it had taken effective action in responds to this transgression by the MFV
Helena Ndume through the prosecution of the vessel and severe sanction that was imposed on
them and to be endorsed by the court. Further, by strengthening the high seas conditions to
ensure full compliance with RFMO’s conservation measures.

In conclusion, Namibia is committed to improve collaboration with the fishing industry and
vessel owners/operators to increase awareness of the RFMO’s working environments, the strict
compliance regimes in place, the impact of any non — compliance on the Flag State and the
consequences for the vessel and its owners. Namibian further will strengthen our Monitor,
Control and Surveillance actions to ensure similar incidents are avoided in the future.
